In the commercial beef industry, most cattle are sorted
by visual characteristics into numerous groups for
marketing purposes. Similarly, during livestock shows,
participating steers are sorted into breed classes based
on visual characteristics. As you can saenost

classes there are generally few factors that will
absolutely disqualify an animal, and those are usually
easily identified. Instead, most disqualified animals
have more than one subjectively evaluated
discriminatory characteristic.

Steers should be selected and shown based only on
their visual appearance because ihabw they will be
evaluated for classification. Remember that classifiers
are asked to exercise their judgment. If your steer is
