Rookie Awards: Any FIRST Year 4-H member in 3rd-12th grade.  

Honor Roll Awards: Applicant Age- All 4-H members that were in the 3rd, 4th, or 5th grade during the current 
school year (junior age youth) 

All Star Awards:  Applicant Age- All 4-H members that were in the 6th, 7th, or 8th grade during the current school 
year (intermediate age youth) 

Letterman Awards: Applicant Age- All 4-H members that were in the 9th, 10th, 11th, or 12th grade during the 
current school year (senior age youth) 

Bronze Star Awards: Applicant Age- All 4-H members that were in the 3rd, 4th, or 5th grade during the current 
school year (junior age youth). Members may only receive this award once. 

Silver Star Awards:  Applicant Age- All 4-H members that were in the 6th, 7th, or 8th grade during the current 
school year (intermediate age youth) Must have completed 2 years in 4-H. Members may only receive this award 
once. 

Gold Star Awards (Highest County 4-H Achievement Award): Applicant Age- Applicant that was in the 9th, 10th, 
11th, or 12th grade during the current school year (senior age youth) Must have completed 3 years in 4-H. Members 
may only receive this award once. 

Danforth, I Dare You Award: Applicant Age- Applicant that was in the 9th, 10th, 11th, or 12th grade during the 
current school year (senior age youth) Must have completed 3 years in 4-H. Members may only receive this award 
once.

Outstanding Club Leader Award: Nominations may be made by a registered 4-H member. Volunteers may only 
receive this award once. 

Outstanding Parent Volunteer Award: Nominations may be made by a registered 4-H member. Volunteers may 
only receive this award once. 

Outstanding Project Leader Award: Nominations may be made by a registered 4-H member. Volunteers may 
only receive this award once.
